“It's sad that
Brownback didn‘t leave
last year,” he said.

Legislators are
waiting to see if
Governor Colyer will
continue to carry on
Brownback’s’ legacy
or if he will step into
the limelight with an
agenda that will move
Kansas forward.

Many in the
House and Senate
are skeptical if he
will deviate from
Brownback’s policies.

The question on
Kansans minds is will
Governor Colyer speak
out on the issues
facing the state with
his own agenda or will
he continue former
Governor Brownback
agenda.

After his first day
in office, Governor
Colyer said he plans
to make a major
announcement on how
he will organize the

governor's office and
he will be meeting with
legislators to discuss
the issues before them.

Colyer inaugural
speech avoided
policy issues; instead
he spoke about
service to others, the
Rwandan Genocide,
transparency and
accountability in the
government, but gave
no details on how he
intends to achieve
an environment of
openness, honesty and
respect.

Senator Pat Pettey
is watching Governor
Colyer to see where
he will stand on the
issues of education
and mental health in
Kansas.

“As Lt. Governor he
has stood steadfast
with the governor
(Brownback). Time
will tell. The Supreme
Court deadline
is approaching.
Brownback said in
his state of the state
address he wanted to
see $600 million put
in education over five
years. That sounds
good but that is too
long a period of time.
If that is Colyer’s
approach on the issue,
that is too long,” said
Pettey.

The Kansas
Supreme Court ruled
last October that
funding for public
schools remains
constitutionally
inadequate. Former
Governor Brownback
proposed phasing in a
$513 million increase
over five years and
relying on growth in
state revenues to pay
for it.

During Governor
Colyers' swearing in
speech, he did not

address how he will
approach the issues
that face the state,
but he did say, “I will
not be responsible

for shutting down the
Kansas government or
our schools. This is not
Washington.”

Kansas
Representative Louis
Ruiz is watching
the change over of
Governors closely.

“The Supreme Court
is coming in and saying
this is how you need
to delegate the funds
for education. | think
he will wait and see
before he moves on
education,” he said.

During his first day
in office, Governor
Colyer told KMBC
9 reporter Michael
Mahoney, that he met
with Republican and
Democratic leaders in
Topeka, Kansas to talk
about the schools.

“The first thing | did
was to say what do
you want to do, what
can you pass, where
do we work together.
We will be outlining
some principals next
week on how can we
move forward,” said
Governor Colyer.

Ruiz told Hispanic
News that people will
be watching Colyer as
it is an election year.

“He (Colyer) should
have been observing
all along on the
issues, he needs to
hit the floor running...
education is suffering,
childhood health
is suffering, he is a
doctor, we will see how
he stands on health
care and how he as
a doctor...what are
his views on helping
the poor people with
health care and helping

children,” he said.

The Kansas Health
Institute published
online their concerns
about funding cuts to
Kansas mental health
centers.

“The message that
people need to hear
is that budget and
policy decisions have
consequences,” said
Mike Garrett, CEO
of Horizons Mental
Health Center in
Hutchinson, Kansas.

Tim DeWeese,
executive director of
the Johnson County
Mental Health Center,
said “inadequate
funding for the past
six years and the
state’s rejection of
cancer expansion have
significantly reduced
the capacity of a
mental health system
that once was among
the nation’s best.”

Senator Pat Pettey
would like to see
Governor Colyer
support mental health
funding and provide
funding for the schools
to set up a support
staff in elementary
schools that could
address mental health
at an earlier age.

Over the years as the
budget for education
has been reduced,
schools have had to
make cuts and one
area that the cuts
have been made are in
administration.

“Administration is
not just principals and
superintendents, it is
your counselors, your
nurses, support staff
that we need to help
students,” she said.

Senator Pettey and
other legislators would
also like to see support
for mental health
counselors on staff at

elementary schools

in Kansas to help
students earlier in life
deal with pressures of
home, peer pressures
and school.

“We don’t know
what drives any
person to make that
fatal decision where
they felt their life
wasn’t important. It
probably did not
start on that day; it
is something that has
been growing. High
school is too late to
deal with mental health
issues, it is important
to have counselors
at elementary
schools and have
those opportunities
early. There are a lot
of things going on
with kids as they get
older and become
teenagers, they
need to have the
opportunity within
their families and
their schools to feel
valued,” she said.

At this time, Pettey
said she will wait and
see how he does
on the major issues
facing the state. In
his inaugural speech,
Colyer has promised to
not shy away from the
big issues.

“When others blame
and complain, I'll be
working for you, trying
to find solutions,” he
said.

In media interviews,
conservative members
of the Legislature said
they hoped Colyer
wouldn't stray too
far from Brownback’s
ideology.

Representative
John Whitmer,
R-Wichita, hopes
to see conservative
leadership in Colyer
administration.

"1 think in the past

he certainly has been a
conservative. He's got
a clean slate, so this
will be a good chance
for him to prove
himself,” said Whitmer.

Governor Colyer
announced last August
that he would run for
election in the fall
of 2018. He will be
facing a large field
of Republican and
Democratic candidates
in the Primary.

On the day that
Colyer was sworn into
office, the Kansas
Democratic Party
released a website
criticizing Jeff Colyer.
The website Jeff
Colyer: Brownback
Clone claims that
families in Kansas
will face the same
Brownback disaster.

The site states—
“Brownback and
Colyer worked side
by side over the
last seven years to
dismantle Kansas’
economy, schools and
roads.”

As constituents
consider who should
have the governors'
title, Rep. Ruiz said,
“voters should look
at the issues and see
where the candidates
stand. Decide what
issues are important
to you and learn the
governor’s telephone
number, his email,
learn who his staff is
and make the governor
and his staff hear you
and held accountable.”

Senator Pettey
added that “if people
don’t go to the polls
and vote then they are
giving up their rights
as a citizen to make
and be part of the
solution.”

“El mensaje que la
gente necesita escuchar
es que las decisiones
del presupuesto y
las politicas tienen
consecuencias”,
dijo Mike Garrett,
director ejecutivo
del Centro de Salud
Horizontes Mentales, en
Hutchinson, Kansas.

Tim DeWeese,
director ejecutivo
del Centro de Salud
Mental del Condado de
Johnson, dijo que “la
financiacién inadecuada
en los Ultimos seis afos
y, el rechazo estatal
de la expansién del
cancer, han reducido
significativamente la
capacidad de un sistema
de salud que alguna vez
estuvo entre los mejores
de la nacién”.

La Senadora Pat
Pettey desea que el
Gobernador Colyer
apoye el financiamiento
a la salud mental y
provea fondos para
que las escuelas
establezcan un personal
de apoyo en escuelas
primarias, para que
puedan abordar la salud
mental a una edad mas
temprana.

Alo largo de los

’Rare Hispanic

Hispanics -- 58-million
strong -- are
represented at all
levels of American
society, business,
professions, street
and homeless
populations,

criminal gangs, law
enforcement, the
military and a few

in politics. They are
everywhere. They
live in big cities,
small towns and

rural agricultural
districts. Wherever
they live, they provide
manpower and energy
that make economies
hum, run and produce.
They also own and
man thousands of
restaurants serving
America’s favorite
food, Mexican

food. But few
Hispanics are active
in government and
politics, especially
high level politics.
Around 6,100
Hispanics hold elected
public office in the
U.S. according to
NALEO, the National
Association of Latino
Elected Officials. The
6,100 include water
district and school
board members up
to and including
governors and United
States Senators. The
Hispanic vote’s

base is 28 million
registered Hispanic
voters. Other than

in New Mexico, the
most Hispanic state,
however, there are no
huge concentrations
of Hispanic voters
except for a
congressional district
here and there.

Three Hispanics are
U.S. Senators and

28 are in the House
of Representatives.
At the local level,
2,322 serve on

Kansas City Hispanic News

boards of education
and 1,766n serve as
elected municipal
officials. Considering
though that it wasn't
too long ago the
Mexican American
citizens were not
permitted to vote,
serve on juries or hold
government jobs in
Texas (Hernandez v.
Texas), for example,
and Puerto Ricans on
the island can't vote in
federal elections (but
can on the mainland)
the governors of
New Mexico (Susana
Martinez) and Nevada
(Brian Sandoval) are
Mexican Americans
today. A hundred
years ago, New
Mexico entered the
United States and
promptly elected a
Mexican American
Governor and U.S.
Senator. Before that,
California had elected
Mexican American
state legislators, a
Mexican American
state controller

and Lt. Governor
(who inherited the
Governorship),

the first Mexican
American
congressman who
went on to be the first
Mexican American

- Hispanic - United
States ambassador

to several foreign
countries. All told,
there might be

250 Hispanic state
legislators throughout
the country; there

are Hispanic congress
people including three
U.S. Senators, Marco
Rubio (R-Florida),
Catherine Cortez
Masto (D-NV) and
Robert Menendez
(D-New Jersey) and 28
congress people. Of
course, there are
some Hispanic
Presidentially-
appointed cabinet
officers in the

succession line for
President have and
are serving with

the highest ranking
Hispanic government
officer ever being
President Bush's
Attorney General
Alberto Gonzalez,
5th in Presidential
succession.
Nonetheless, until
recent years, few
Hispanics have ever
jumped off the
newspaper front
page as a politician
of real consequence
(Rubio and Governors
Sandoval (R-NV) and
Martinez (R-New
Mexico, have, of
course). A Puerto
Rican born, Mormon
raised and educated
(Brigham Young
University) small
town immigration
lawyer from Idaho
(Idaho?) surprised
the political world
when he defeated a
popular candidate for
congress in 2010 as a
Tea Party supported
Republican. Raul

L. Labrador, Esq.,

is his name. He
surprised the political
world again when

he announced his
candidacy for the
Congress’ and
Republican Party’s
Majority Leader of
the House, a job
vacated by primary-
defeated Eric Cantor.
Kevin McCarthy won
the job; California
Congressman Kevin
McCarthy, is perhaps
the most popular
congressman in

the Republican
House. Labrador lost
because there is no
conservative cabal
large enough to beat
the Establishment in
its own house. For
228 years, Congress--
which respects
length of service,
seniority more than

any other institution
in the Republic,
Congress is spelled
E-S-T-A-B-L-I-S-H-
M-E-N-T. Certainly,
back-bencher Steve
King (R-lowa) and

39 Southern and
other ultra-right
congressman (the kind
that used to keep
Blacks and Hispanics
from voting) cabal of
Neanderthal congress
people will complain
and continue to

be congressional
pests without one

of their own in the
House leadership,
but it won't matter
much. McCarthy is
critical for immigration
reform; 30% of his
Bakersfield, California
district is Mexican
American and they
have helped elect

him to the California
state legislature and

to Congress. Labrador
has made
contributions by
being an honest
challenger to the
Establishment; he did
not burn his political
bridges when he lost
the Majority Leader
race. As long as he
stays cool and ignores
lowa’s King and his
Loony Tunes friends,
Hispanic Raul L.

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LULAC board met last week to discuss Rocha’s action and future

President Donald
Trump’s demands for

a border wall, visa
restrictions and other
immigration measures.
The LULAC six Midwest
state directors demanded
the immediate
resignation of LULAC
national President Roger
Rocha Jr. for telling
Trump in an official letter
that LULAC supports his
immigration plan.

The LULAC Young
Adults and Collegiate
LULAC and LULAC
California District 17
council also demanded
his resignation.

Rocha'’s support for
Trump's immigration
plan drew immediate
backlash from volunteer
members of LULAC
councils around the
country, according to a
statement provided to
NBC News by Midwest
Region officers. "A
motion was made

and passed by the six
LULAC Midwest State
Directors, National Vice
President for Elderly
and National Midwest
Vice President to
demand that LULAC
National President
Roger Rocha Jr. do the
following: 1. Retract
the letter sent to U.S.
President Trump; 2.
Formally apologize to
the national board for
his action and 3. Resign
immediately,” the
Midwest group said in
a statement.The young
adults and collegiate
LULAC members
reminded Rocha many
LULAC members would
be direct beneficiaries
of a DREAM Act. In a
letter to him and shared
with NBC News, they
said they felt he had
betrayed them and
their work organizing
communities.

“Your resignation
will ensure that
our credibility as
advocates will not

suffer further damage
as consequence of
your recent or future
actions,” the LULAC
Young Adult delegation
said in its letter.

The board met last
Thursday to discuss
Rocha's action and
future. No decision was
made but the board
meets again later this
month. Rocha told NBC
News on Wednesday
that he would be
retracting the letter.
Should Rocha refuse

to resign, the LULAC
Constitution stipulates
a process for removing
him by suspension,
impeachment or
removal of national
officers. Some leaders
said their members
want to see the board
move forward with that
process in the event
Rocha refuses to resign.
The LULAC constitution
requires that the
complaints be made
and then brought to a
hearing.

“The thing I'm
hearing form my
community now is that
they want LULAC,
what they feel is it is a
democratic organization
where no bully can
get away with abuse,”
said Joe Enriquez
Henry, National Vice
President, Midwest
Region. “What they see
in Roger is what they
have seen before in
the work environment
and elsewhere ...

They seem him as a
bully. They see him as
Trumpster and they
want us to take care
of it right away. The
community does not
want another Trump."In
a Jan. 28 letter written
on LULAC letterhead,
Rocha backed Trump’s
calls for more border
security, including a
border wall, drastically
fewer visas for legal
immigration and the

elimination of the visa
lottery. In a statement,
the LULAC board made
clear those were not
the official positions

of the group.”The
League of United Latin
American Citizens has
long supported the
passage of a clean
DREAM Act that would
provide a pathway

to citizenship for 1.8
million immigrants who
were brought to this
country as children by
their parents and have
graduated from high
school,” the LULAC
board said in its

statement.
LULAC said
its position
has been clear,
that the DREAM
Act should not be
coupled with border
enforcement measures
or elimination of family-
based visas, which

help citizens and legal
residents sponsor family
members to migrate to
the U.S.

The board stated that
its National Assembly
also has adopted
resolutions opposing
“Trump's offensive
border wall along the

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Flu shot outweigh the risks of not getting vaccinated
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shot will significantly
reduce its symptoms
among those who
had recently received
influenza vaccine as
compared to those
who had not, says
American Society

for Microbiology.
Symptoms include
fever, cough, sore
throat, runny or stuffy
nose, body aches,
headache, chills and
fatigue.

Dr. Andrea Chisholm
is an OB/GYN at
the Cambridge
Health Alliance and
a Clinical Instructor
of Obstetrics and
Gynecology at Harvard
Medical School. She
says that the risks
associated with the
flu far outweigh the
risks of not getting
vaccinated, even
among pregnant
women.

Dr. Chisholm says
“getting vaccinated
against the flu during
pregnancy has
benefits for your baby
as well. Newborns,

like pregnant women,
are more likely to get
seriously ill or even
die if they get the flu.
Your baby can't get a
flu shot until 6 months
of age. However, if
you get the flu vaccine
during pregnancy you
will pass antibodies
to your baby that will
protect him or her
from the flu in the first
few months of life.”
The Centers for
Disease Control
issued a statement
at a news briefing on
January 12 in which
Dr. Daniel Jernigan,
director of CDC's
Influenza Division,
said that while “not
everyone needs to
get antiviral drugs,
but there are certain
people that should.
CDC recommends that
people who are very
sick or people with
flu symptoms who are
high-risk for serious
flu complications
should be treated
as soon as possible
with flu antiviral
drugs. Who are those

people? That means
people that are 65
and older. It means
young children. It
means people with
chronic conditions
like diabetes, heart
disease or asthma.
It means pregnant
women and others
more vulnerable to
serious flu illness.”

While Dr. Chisholm
and the CDC advise
pregnant women to
get flu shots, Weber
says expectant
mothers should
consult their OB/
GYNs before being
vaccinated.

Weber points
out that several
recent studies have
shown that the flu
vaccine reduces the
risk of catching the
flu by 40% to 60%
among the general
population. “So, it is
advised that anyone
who hasn’t yet been
vaccinated should
do so as soon as
possible.”

Los Centros

Weber
sefiala que varios
estudios recientes
han demostrado que
